· Complete Paperwork – Most can be found at the troop website or is attached – Please turn in completed information to Mr. Al Schultz, Advancement Chair (unless indicated differently bellow)
· Complete a Paper BSA Youth Application Form – DO THIS FIRST – TURN INTO SCOUTMASTER (For Webelos or scout transferring from another troop, you still need to complete the application, but should indicate a transfer. If you have your sons registration number please enter it.
· Parents complete Personal Contact Information Sheet (Mr. Al)
· Parents complete the BSA Health and Medical Record (Parts A – Medial Information & Part B - release) for your son.  
· Part C - Medical exams are only needed for events that exceed 72 consecutive hours or are strenuous and demanding – typically summer camp.  Note: a parent will also need a Health and Medical Record if he/ she will attend campouts and activities – suggest you turn it in now.

· Parents and Scouts review the yearly Scout Subsidy Requirements

· Provide certificates and application to Ms. Annie Hoke, troop committee member.
